Annual General Meeting

    Venue N.A.D.S. S & S.C. Tues. 29th June 2010 Commencing 8.15 p.m.

The meeting opened at 8.19.  Bob Luckwell chaired the meeting and welcomed a total of 18 players & committee members.  

Apologies received from Wendy Lamb (NADS&S+4)   

The minutes of the last meeting were taken as read and accepted as a true record carried at that meeting.

Item 4.Matters Arising. None recorded.
Item 5. Hon Secretary Report.   A short report from GH was pleased with how season had gone mentioned the new blind pairs comp went well and provided some close competition  however the actual turnout was poor, he felt that by moving the date of competition it should improve turnout. Pleased that presentation night was once again well supported, finished off with  usual  thanks to  all others who had helped during season selling the football cards and thanks to Alan and Frank for their work throughout season. 
Item 6. League Treasurers Report.

Frank Miles issued current fund status with relevant figures for income and expenditure together with the status of the Charity Fund. He mentioned that the  interest was low which was due to the Account being registered as a club account. On going through figures a couple of mistakes were noticed which were corrected all present happy. Frank mentioned he had seen Rhino who told him county youth team were running ok now. Frank mentioned there were some outstanding fines which would have to be paid prior to next season.
Item 7.Hon Secretary Statistics Report.

Alan was happy with way season had gone mentioning that once there were some issues with score cards usually due to late posting. Competition Entries compared to last year however the actual turnout was down with only half the entry turning up. He mentioned that some of the comps could have been played at other venues if attendance had been known. The  Game against the County Youth team was a disaster with Rhino taken ill and no one else able to sort out youth team and with Rhino not being present to take flack  Alan could only add that it would be unlikely that the league arranges another fixture in the future. T Chant added that he had spoken to some of the youth players only 2 weeks prior to fixture and they didn’t even know of the fixture so whole fixture was badly organised by Rhino.
Item 8. Election of Executive Committee.
Bob stood down existing committee asking if anyone else wished to be considered for position on committee, no response. He asked existing executive committee if they would stand again all accepted and voted in for another season.

Item 9. Allocation of funds to Charity account.

GH explained that last season we had allocated £100 from club funds to charity. All present looked at figures and no figure was forwarded to charity account this season.

Item 10. Honorariums.

To remain the same as last year
These were voted £100 per executive committee member.

Item11 .Proposals. Bob L went through procedure for proposals he would read the proposals and then ask proposer to explain, any comments from the floor would be taken and then a vote would be called for.

Proposal 1. Proposed A.Hodgkinson 2nd  Gary Rendell  
To add a Silver Doubles competition.
Alan H explained  and a discussion followed how ratings worked. Some confusion from some at meeting but all understood in end.

Vote was called motion carried unanimous.

Proposal 2.  Proposed John Wilkinson 2nd  Paul Tester.

Split League into two divisions.

John explained his views re league being too strong with his team members not happy he felt that it would suit them better if league was split. He added that if it stays like this his team would probably not enter team next season. He was asked would he have team if league was split he said he would. Suggestions from floor re his team possibly joining forces with the RBLegion who had in the been past trying to enter teams but falling short on numbers, also to placing cards in shop windows advertising the need for players. JW said he had card up at Parley club but had not tried anywhere else. Most present felt that due to so many clubs having two or more teams in league  it wouldn’t be practical to split league at present however on another hand if we had 14 different clubs then split may work. Bob L called for vote with 5 for 13 Against  motion was declined.
Proposal 3.  Proposed A.Gooch 2nd G. Howlett    Rule change

To increase fine for late scorecards.
Alan mentioned that compared to other leagues were very lenient with fines and proposed a two tier fine £5 first offence £10 thereafter. 
Bob called for vote all in favour motion carried unanimous.

Proposal 4. Proposed AGooch 2nd GHowlett  

Rule change with regards to cancelled games cannot be re-arranged without the express permission of the committee.
Bob read the proposal Alan explained this needed to be changed due too the problem of a re-arranged game last season not being played on re-arranged date.

Bob called for vote    motion carried unanimous.

Proposal 5. Proposed A Gooch 2nd G Howlett  

Rule Change   Best Legs and checkouts not to apply to play-Offs.
Alan explained that at present 180’s don’t count on Finals night or play-of nights with no mention of checkouts or best legs he felt change was required to maintain constituency.

Discussion followed with several people they felt that whenever a good leg or a high checkout  were scored they should be counted. 

Bob called for vote motion was declined.

Proposal 6.   Proposed G Howlett 2nd Alan Gooch  
To bin the Finals night 180 competition.

GH explained that due to the problems over last two seasons running competition it should be removed.  AG who seconded proposal at time said that this season the competition did run a lot better due to several members running the comp. T. Chant said he would make himself available to run competition again next season.
Bob called for vote.   Motion was declined.

Proposal 7. Proposed A Gooch 2nd G Howlett  
To  include all legs of 501 played in competitions when awarding the best single leg.
Alan explained that as per earlier proposal No 5 that as mark Shutler had pointed out there were some good single legs of darts in competitions an these didn’t count  Alan felt that they should be counted.
Bob called for vote motion carried .

Proposal 8. Proposed A.Gooch 2nd Gary Howlett.

To make board finals of open singles and Sonny Wilcox singles to 5 legs at Quarter stage and 7 legs in final.

Bob called for vote all in favour motion carried.

Item 12 League Entry and Competition entry fees.  GH explained that it was time to think about raising entry fees as this had been at same level for many years he mentioned that trophy prices were rising every year and choice was getting harder existing fees were £50 GH proposed £60 . Also at present the competition entry fees were £1 per each competition did we need to look at raising these. After brief discussion most felt competition entry fees should remain the same and that entry fees could be raised to £60 this would give funds a slight boost. Bob called for a vote all happy Entry fees raised to £60 per team with competition fees remaining the same £1 per player.  

Item 13  League Entry Applications.  9 teams brought forms others were asked to get them in as soon as possible as Fixtures couldn’t be created without them. 

Item 14  Any Other Business 

John Parrack asked if the Wessex club could have some form of competition there next season as it has 6 dart boards. Alan said he would sort something out for the new season.

Alan mentioned he would be moving some of the competitions around next season with one replacing the Denny Parret competition.

He also mentioned that due to the fact that fines weren’t being paid on time and  with meetings in August, November and pre-AGM meeting  in April should we have another meeting to help get these fines paid.  After a discussion most felt that no matter how many meetings we had there would still be someone with an outstanding fine. A suggestion of rolling fines over to pre-season entry payment and also of clubs not being represented at meetings who were behind in payments loosing out on competition fixtures were some suggestions to problem.

GH mentioned that the Mudeford Club is due to start extension work at some time during the new season so there maybe some disruption to some games.
