Annual General Meeting

    Venue N.A.D.S. S & S.C. Tues. 21st June 2011 Commencing 8.15 p.m.

The meeting opened at 8.19.  Bob Luckwell chaired the meeting and welcomed a total of 15 players & committee members with meeting being held downstairs.  

No Apologies were received.   

The minutes of the last meeting were taken as read and accepted as a true record carried at that meeting.

Item 4.Matters Arising. None recorded.
Item 5. Hon Secretary Report.   A short report from GH was pleased with how season had gone with no issues that he could recall. Just mentioned comp entries we need more response from teams to make sure competitions are supported and that teams that enter turn-up.

Finished with usual thanks to Alan and Frank for their work throughout season. 
Item 6. League Treasurers Report.

Frank Miles issued current fund status with relevant figures for income and expenditure together with the status of the Charity Fund. Bob asked re Rhino funds for youth team in all the support fund was around £1K in total. Frank mentioned that in previous seasons the league had supported other charities and helped local group by purchasing a shed. Last season monies were allocated to charity fund. A.Gooch mentioned that at present we seem to be turning over a £200 profit per season and with funds in hand would like to see some of it used instead of just sitting idle. B.Luckwell asked all present to have a think on a suitable cause to use monies on.

Item 7.Hon Secretary Statistics Report.

Alan was happy with way season had gone however this season with the 14 teams in league at least one game per week was having teams turning up short of players with 3 teams in particular struggling. Alan mentioned that these teams would have to look at signing on additional players hopefully that were more reliable next season. He mentioned that there were 4 forfeited matches and that teams hadn’t adhered to rules and had not informed him of cancelled games. Alan mentioned that this season several new venues for various competitions had been tried with the most successful one being the Blind Pairs at Mudeford although we could have done with another dart board on this occasion due to turnout.  The 3’s entry was down and the new Pairs comp wasn’t that well supported which was a shame because he felt that is was an evenly matched comp which gave any pair a chance to win. The Vets comp on finals night was not that well supported and may have to be looked at if players don’t turn-up. He will be looking at ways to get teams and players to enter and turn-up at competitions. Finally offered thanks to Frank and Gary and Bob for effort during season.

Kevin Day mentioned that maybe a separate night should be organised for the veteran’s cup which may work better although his experience in other league with similar comps is that they have the same problems with turnout as our league.
Item 8. Election of Executive Committee.
Bob stood down existing committee asking if anyone else wished to be considered for position on committee, no response. He asked existing executive committee if they would stand again all accepted and voted in for another season.

Item 9. Allocation of funds to Charity account.

This item had already been mentioned during Treasurers report so remained the same as last year £100 from club funds to charity. 
Item 10. Honorariums.

Item11 .Proposals. Bob L went through procedure for proposals he would read the proposals and then ask proposer to explain, any comments from the floor would be taken and then a vote would be called for.
Proposal 1. Proposed A.Gooch 2nd  Gary Howlett
Rule Change

To enable players to register on same night. With Proviso being must be done on appropriate form and not sign on card.
Alan explained proposal all happy KD asked re payment should this be done on night. GH explained it would be nice to have payment on night but with rule designed to help out certain teams fulfill fixtures and not everyone carrying around cheque books so fees would be due at next meeting.

Proposal 2.  Proposed G. Howlett 2nd  Alan Gooch
Rule Change

The removal of coin toss from league games.
Game would run as follows.

Away team starts 1st single in first and third legs.

Home team starts 2nd single, ditto as above

Then vice versa for rest of singles.

Gallon away team starts.

Pairs Home team starts 1st then vice versa for rest of the pairs.

This proposal will aid the running of games and enable games being completed earlier

GH explained proposed change which was similar to the Superleague play format adding that it should speed things up and possibly have some tactical benefits. Brief discussion re benefits with Bob adding that changes could be tried for season and if not liked be changed back the following season. Vote was called for 2 against 13 for motion carried.

Proposal 3        Rule Change

Proposed Trevor Chant 2nd Mark Shutler    

That the Gallon be scrapped as a point and just be used as a Gallon Cup. It was brought into help the lower teams to get a point.  However if you look at league table the top half of the league table have won more Gallons than the Bottom teams. Also it gives teams a chance to use all of their team in the Gallon instead of just using the best players to get point.

With neither proposer nor seconder attending proposal was passed over.

Proposal 4. Proposed A.Gooch 2nd G.Howlett  

Rule Change

To replace the 180 Trophy on Finals Night with one of the Aggregate-based Knockouts listed below:-

Option One:

For the top half (or half plus one if unequal number of teams) of the league: Invite the best eight (plus equals) Singles Aggregates to play a drawn KO.
Similar event for the bottom half of the league.

Winners of each KO play-off to decide the winner.
Option Two:

Invite the best Singles Aggregate from each team (plus equals) into a single drawn KO.

The format of the KO to be best of three legs of 501, with the final to be best of five. In option one, the winner’s games to be best of seven.
Alan went through proposal he explained most people that turn up for 180’s comp are playing on finals night anyway and not many others bother to turn up. It also takes a lot of effort as players are involved in other comps and cannot be there all the time making comp not feasible to run. Alan explained the two options with favored one being option 2 Alan pointed out that with invitation being for top player if they didn’t turn up a reserve could not be used. All happy Bob called for vote motion carried for Option 2.

Item 12 League Entry and Competition entry fees.  Bob mentioned that with current funds there was no need to change anything so fees to remain the same.
Item 13 League Entry Applications.  7 teams brought forms with two others promised Alan would email others for urgent response.

Item 14 Any Other Business Kevin Day asked re East Christchurch R team mentioned that game they had with them was a farce with players turning up in dribs and drabs which caused problem. Answer back from committee was they probably wouldn’t enter team next season and that if they did the entry would have to be considered at next meeting.
